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PARISH AND DISTRICT ELECTIONS – 2nd MAY 2019
Elections for people to serve on West Down Parish Council will take place on 2nd May 2019.

The Parish Council comprises of up to 8 Councillors with elections held every 4 years.  The current Council has only 7 Councillors.

The very minimum amount of Councillors allowed is 3.  Below this number, the Council becomes ‘inquorate’ and unable to function.  Should this happen, the Parish Council will be ‘dissolved’ and the affairs of West Down will be passed to another authority to manage, possibly Ilfracombe, Mortehoe and Woolacombe, Braunton or Barnstaple.
To ensure the continued existence of West Down Parish Council, residents of the Parish of West Down, over the age of 18 and not declared bankrupt, are sought to volunteer to serve on the Council.  If there are more than 8 candidates, an election will take place.  The closing date for nominations is 3rd April at 4 pm.
